NIMS Training Instructions

Some positions within Douglas County require FEMA National Incident Management System (NIMS)
training. Employees will be notified of the requirement during new hire processing. If an employee
has previously completed the training, a certificate of completion can be provided to Human
Resources to satisfy the requirement.
